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Introduction

The Canadian Youth Climate Change Conference was initiated to inspire and engage youth
to lead the challenge of climate change, and in doing so, create a more sustainehle f

The idea came about in 2003, in response to the lack of engagement Alysia Garnfelewicz
on the part of her peers towards climate change.

Two years later, YC3 became a reality. It took place JtH§"™32005 at Royal Roads
University, British Columbia, Canada. In attendance were 85 youth delegates a@@ over
speakers and mentors, plus resource fair exhibitors. Youth delegates and sjaeakdrem
seven Provinces and Territories, namely the Yukon, British Columbia, Saskat¢chewa
Manitoba, Ontario, Quebec, and Nunavut. Wales, Scotland, and the United States of
America were also represented. Youth delegates ranged in age from 14-23 gegars of

The goal of YC3 was to give youth the skills, support structure, and empoweéontesd the
challenge of mitigating climate change. YC3 incorporated an holistioagprfocusing on
root causes and strategies for concrete steps towards a sustainable shaietiyjectives
included:

- Giving youth knowledge of the root causes of climate change, in a holistic view;

- Challenging youth to rethink how society operates, searching for susainab
alternatives;

- Giving youth a broad support structure and an extensive tool kit to apply to their
personal and collective action plans;

- Creating an active network of Canadian youth to support effective youth at¢éon af
the YC3 event.

YC3 was made up of the following components:

- Inspirational Keynotes inspired and informed everyone with topics rafrgimg
education to politics to science to motivational examples of active youth;

- Focus Sessions to encourage interactive discussion on a broad range ofanegs rel
to climate change. Areas included education, activism, economics, science,
technology and design, communications, fundraising, business, health, and social
justice.

- Action Planning Sessions that provided support for action projects to be created, and
an open forum for groups to form and networking to occur between speakers,
mentors, and delegates.

- Roundtable Sessions that allowed a two-way exchange of ideas between youth
delegates and speakers, providing a time for brainstorming and opinion sharing;

- Resource Fair that showcased organizations, businesses, and individuals that are
taking action on climate change. A wide variety of resources were laediba
conference participants, while providing networking opportunities.

The feedback from delegates, speakers, and the organization team has leesl\extr
positive. Almost everyone has expressed that YC3 was inspiring, very infornaativgave
them motivation and confidence to take action on climate change. YC3 receivesivexte
media coverage across Canada. YC3 was profiled across Canada with CBCrirbdlio, a
Global TV. Various articles and local media also covered the event in Vjaadather
communities across Canada.

The conference received extensive media coverage in
Canada from CBC Radio, Global TV, Not for Profit
Radio, and a few local print publications. YC3 was also
mentioned in Canadian Geographic Magazine, CBC
Television, Verve Girl Magazine, and other local
newspapers and publications.

Conference Participation

Delegates registered through the conference website. Youth
between the ages of 15-20 were eligible to register, although
accepted exceptions based upon their interest and circumstanc
All together, there were 71 youth delegates, plus nine Youth
Steering Committee members. In addition there were 8

chaperones, and 24 speakers, plus numerous resource peoplei
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together, conference participants represented 7 provinces and territavess@anada,
namely British Columbia, Nunavut, Ontario, Quebec, Saskatchewan, Manitoba, and the
Yukon. In addition, the United States, Scotland, and Wales were represented. English,
French, and Inuktituk languages were spoken, and the participants from Igaluit, Nunavut
performed traditional throat singing, adding to the display of cultural diversity

Changing Climates Environmental Society sponsored a total of 18 students. Tae City
Vancouver sponsored 6 delegates, Earth Rangers sponsored two delegates, and Canadian
North Airlines donated two flights for delegates from Nunavut.
